Admission requirements
Thereis no specified minimum educational achievement entrance standard.

Normally, to be eligible for enrolment in the program a person will have attained an age of at least 18 years
in the year of the proposed enrolment.

Students will need to complete the online application form for entry to the Diploma Programs. All applicants
are also required to complete online diagnostic tests in Mathematics, e-literacy, and English Communication
Skills. Applicants will then be given advice detailing whether the Diploma Program is the most appropriate

pathway for them to undertake. Some students may be advised to undertake the Tertiary Preparation Program

Domestic and International Applicantsfrom anon-English speaking background are required to satisfy English
language requirements.

If you do not meet the English language requirements you may apply to study a University-approved English
language program. On successful completion of the English language program, Applicants may be admitted
to an Award Program.

Program fees

Commonwealth supported place

A Commonwealth supported placeis where the Australian Government makes a contribution towards the cost
of your higher education and you as a student pay a student contribution amount, which varies depending on
the courses undertaken. You are able to calculate the fees for a particular course viathe Course Fee Finder.
Commonwealth Supported students may be eligible to defer their fees through a Government loan called
HECS-HELP.

Domestic full fee paying place

Domestic full fee paying places are funded entirely through the full fees paid by the student. Full fees vary
depending on the coursesthat are taken. You are ableto calculate the feesfor aparticular course viathe Course
Fee Finder.

Domestic full fee paying students may be eligible to defer their fees through a Government loan called FEE-
HEL P provided they meet the residency and citizenship requirements.

Australian citizens, Permanent Humanitarian Visaholders, Permanent Resident visaholders and New Zeal and
citizens who will be resident outside Australia for the duration of their program pay full tuition feesand are
not eligible for FEE-Help.

International full fee paying place

International students pay full fees. Full fees vary depending on the courses that are taken and whether they
are studied on-campus, via distance education/online. You are able to calcul ate the fees for a particular course
viathe Course Fee Finder.

Program structure

This program consists of four core courses followed by four coursesin Aboriginal, or Torres Strait Islander
Studies and/or Introductory Anthropology, Cross-Cultural and Indigenous Psychology courses. Students must
successfully complete the four core courses before they will be enrolled in the four courses of specialisation.
