Admission requirements
Entrants to the Graduate Diploma of Information Technology must either:

- hold a Bachelor's degree from an Australian university in a non-computing discipline, or

- hold a degree from a recognised university in a non-computing discipline, or

- with approval from the Faculty of Health, Engineering and Sciences, have qualification or relevant work
experience at least equivalent to one of the above.

Domestic and International Applicants from a non-English speaking background are required to satisfy English
language requirements.

If you do not meet the English language requirements you may apply to study a University-approved English
language program. On successful completion of the English language program, Applicants may be admitted
to an Award Program.

Program fees

Domestic full fee paying place

Domestic full fee paying places are funded entirely through the full fees paid by the student. Full fees vary
depending on the courses that are taken. You are able to calculate the fees for a particular course via the Course
Fee Finder.

Domestic full fee paying students may be eligible to defer their fees through a Government loan called FEE-
HELP provided they meet the residency and citizenship requirements.

Australian citizens, Permanent Humanitarian Visa holders, Permanent Resident visa holders and New Zealand
citizens who will be resident outside Australia for the duration of their program pay full tuition fees and are
not eligible for FEE-Help.

International full fee paying place

International students pay full fees. Full fees vary depending on the courses that are taken and whether they
are studied on-campus, via distance education/online. You are able to calculate the fees for a particular course
via the Course Fee Finder.

Program structure

The Graduate Diploma consists of eight courses each of one unit. The following two compulsory courses must
be completed:

CIS1000 Information Systems Concepts
CSC1401 Foundation Programming
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The remaining six courses must be chosen from the following list. At least four courses must be from Level
Eight.

It is
the student's responsibility to ensure that they have the assumed knowledge for a course before enrolling in
that course.
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
