Application procedures:

USQ application process

This program is available via QTAC, or for eligible students, for direct entry via the Direct Entry online
application process. Each application will be assessed on an individual basis, according to the Entry
Requirements. The following important information must be included; otherwise the application will be
delayed:

● a certified copy of the applicant's Bachelor of Nursing degree or equivalent
● evidence of current registration as a nurse (AHPRA certificate)

Acceptance of enrolment

Students will receive notification of enrolment offer by email from the USQ Recruitment and Admissions
office. The student is then required to formally accept the offer of enrolment through the Recruitment and
Admissions office.

All students are required to satisfy the applicable English language requirements.

If you do not meet the English language requirements you may apply to study a University-approved English
language program. On successful completion of the English language program, you may be admitted to an
award program.

Program fees

Commonwealth supported place
A Commonwealth supported place is where the Australian Government makes a contribution towards the cost
of your higher education and you as a student pay a student contribution amount, which varies depending on
the courses undertaken. You are able to calculate the fees for a particular course via the Course Fee Finder.
Commonwealth Supported students may be eligible to defer their fees through a Government loan called
HECS-HELP.

Domestic full fee paying place
Domestic full fee paying places are funded entirely through the full fees paid by the student. Full fees vary
depending on the courses that are taken. You are able to calculate the fees for a particular course via the Course
Fee Finder.
Domestic full fee paying students may be eligible to defer their fees through a Government loan called FEE-
HELP provided they meet the residency and citizenship requirements.
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
