Required time limits
Students have a maximum of 4 years to complete this program.

Core courses
Commencing students must complete CMS1000 Communication and Scholarship or equivalent in their first
semester of study. A credit for CMS1000 Communication and Scholarship may be granted for students with
a previous USQ undergraduate degree.

Articulation
A Diploma of Arts, subject to selection of appropriate courses, articulates into most USQ programs. Students
must keep in mind that normal entry requirements still apply for their chosen area of study ie interviews,
auditions etc.

Exit points
This program can be used as an exit point for all USQ programs, where a student has completed at least eight
courses.

Credit
Graduates from other USQ programs within the last 10 years may be credited for the core requirements of the
Diploma of Arts.

Course transfers
Courses may be transferred to other programs; students should consult the relevant Faculty.
