Admission requirements
To be eligible for admission, applicants must satisfy the following requirements:

«  Completion of athree-year bachelor degreeinthe areaof ICT, or equiva ent, from an Australian university,
and aminimum of two years' professional work experiencein IT or Management, or equivalent.
- English Language Proficiency requirements for Category 2.

All students are required to satisfy the applicable English language requirements.

If students do not meet the English language requirements they may apply to study a University-approved
English language program. On successful completion of the English language program, students may be
admitted to an award program.

Program fees

Domestic full fee paying place

Domestic full fee paying places are funded entirely through the full fees paid by the student. Full fees vary
depending on the courses that are taken.

Domestic full fee paying students may be eligible to defer their fees through a Government loan called FEE-

citizens who will be resident outside Australia for the duration of their program pay full tuition feesand are
not eligible for FEE-Help.

International full fee paying place
